PROPOSAL TO EXECUTE AN  ELEVATOR MAINTENANCE SERVICE AGREEMENT

Division/Department:  Finance and Administration/Facilities Management

Summary:

Oakland University has solicited bids for a five-year Elevator Maintenance Service Agreement from February 2007 to January 2012 to service 36 elevators.  Amtech Elevators, Inc. has proposed the most satisfactory agreement.  
The recommended agreement provides required basic service, and has the following enhanced services as improvements over the current agreement: quicker emergency call service (within 45 minutes for entrapments with penalties for failure to perform at a rate of $200/each 5 minute increment for late arrival); testing the elevator smoke detection and car recall systems (a result of code enforcement); and providing semi-annual elevator condition assessment reporting.  Initial warranties on several elevators will expire during the five-year contract, resulting in additional cost which has been included in the proposed agreement.
The Elevator Maintenance Service Agreement will be reviewed and approved by the Office of the General Counsel, and will be in compliance with the law and University policies and regulations and will conform to the legal standards and policies of the Board of Trustees.

Action to be Requested at Next Formal Board Meeting:

At its February 7, 2007 meeting, the Board will be requested to authorize the Vice President for Finance and Administration to execute an Elevator Maintenance Service Agreement.  
Previous Board Action:

No previous Board action.
Budget Implications:

The cost of the full five-year term collectively is approximately $500,000 and will result in a General Fund budget increase of approximately $17,000, and an Auxiliary Fund budget increase of approximately $12,000.
