Summary: 

The Constitution of the Library was reviewed by the Library Faculty, which proposed revisions to eliminate Library Committee on Appointment and Promotion service during a year in which a faculty member is being considered for tenure and/or promotion.  Other revisions are editorial in nature.

The proposed revisions to the Constitution of the Library were approved by the Library Faculty on April 23, 2003, and additional revisions were approved by the Library Faculty on March 8, 2004.  The Oakland University Senate approved the proposed revisions on March 18, 2004.

The proposed revisions to the Constitution of the Library have been reviewed and approved by the Office of the General Counsel, are in compliance with the law and University policies and regulations and conform to the legal standards and policies of the Board of Trustees.
