Summary:  

The Director of Police, acting as Traffic Engineer, has reviewed campus traffic controls in light of recent construction.   As a result, and consistent with Oakland University Ordinance 2.06, the Traffic Engineer issued temporary Traffic Control Orders which he believes to be consistent with prevailing traffic engineering, safety procedures and in the University’s best interests.  Temporary Traffic Control Orders require Board approval to become permanent Traffic Control Orders.  

The temporary Traffic Control Orders at issue are:

· Decrease the speed limit from 35 miles per hour to 

25 miles per hour on Meadow Brook Road from Adams 

Road to East Oakland Drive [Order No. 2002-01]

· Decrease the speed limit from 25 miles per hour to 

15 miles per hour on Meadow Brook Road from East 

Oakland Drive to Hamlin Hall [Order No. 2002-02]

· Establish a three-way stop at the intersection of Meadow 

Brook Road and East Oakland Drive [Order No. 2002-03]

· Establish a three-way stop at the intersection of Meadow

Brook Road and Ravine Drive [Order No. 2002-04]

· Establish a two-way stop on Pioneer Drive at or near the 

entrance to parking lot P-26 [Order No. 2002-05]

As required by Oakland University Ordinance 2.06, these Traffic Control Orders are being issued in a manner consistent with R28.1153 (Section 2.53) of the Michigan Uniform Traffic Code.
