THE HONORS COLLEGE  “GOOD STANDING” GUIDELINES

Good Standing: 

· Maintain a cumulative 3.5 GPA

· 3.2-3.49 (*Probation) – You will be contacted by the Honors College Academic Adviser to set up an appointment

· Attend HC Research and Scholarship Days (minimum 2 ten minute sessions)

· Attend one additional HC or HCSA event each year

· Update online Good Standing Report annually 

First Semester, Freshman Year:

· Take HC 100 Course (required)
· Writing 150 and 160 (if needed)
· Begin taking necessary language courses 
· Begin your resume

· Attend a minimum of 1 HC/HCSA event (If not in HC 100 your freshmen year)
By End of Sophomore Year:
· Complete at least 1 HC core course
· Attend mandatory fall OR winter session of The Honors College Imagination Lab (thesis workshop)
· Attend a minimum of 1 HC/HCSA event  (excluding the Imagination Lab)
By end of Year Before Graduating:

· Take the HC 390 “Introduction to the Thesis” course

· Must be in “Good Standing” and receive departmental approval to register

· Complete remaining HC core course(s) (minimum 3 core courses excluding HC 100)
· Complete all language requirements
· Complete Community Service requirement
· Thesis proposal submitted and approved by council
· Attend a minimum of 1 HC/HCSA event
By end of Senior Year:

· Attend a minimum of 1 HC/HCSA event

· HC 490 – Optional
· Final thesis completed and final approval received
· Thesis Deadlines:  
· If graduating in Summer or Fall (December Commencement) 
· September 1- Due to mentor for final review
· October 15 – Fall HC Thesis Day!- Final thesis due with revisions
· If graduating in Winter or Spring (May Commencement) Deadlines are:
· February 1 – Due to mentor for final review
· March 1 - Winter HC Thesis Day! –Final thesis due with revisions

· Complete Application to Graduate Form (see website)- turn in with final thesis
· Minimum G.P.A. of 3.5 needed to graduate
