3. Committee approved the request from the Department of Dance to add the following new courses:

DAN 4800 Dance Education Seminar  (1)
Opportunity for students to receive consistent, practical feedback in the K-12 classroom. Topics include classroom management, lesson planning, curriculum design, and assessment. Weekly online meetings with instructor, and regular contact with on-site mentors ensures proper training for creating and maintaining school dance programs.
DAN 4810 Teaching Dance to Students with Disabilities  (3)
The knowledge and skills required to teach students with disabilities in the P-12 school environment. Students will learn to plan and implement an effective and inclusive dance education program.

DAN 4820 Implementing the National Core Dance Standards  (3)
Explores the National Core Dance Standards dance focusing on the artistic processes of creating, performing, responding and connecting. Includes applying the standards in developing curriculum and lesson plans.

DAN 4830  Elements of Movement  (1)
Explores the language used to describe movement, and dance in particular, and the tools with which the body communicates.
DAN 4840 Pedagogy: Learning Styles and Theories  (1)
Educational theories that dance educators adapt to the classroom and studio. Theories covered include Muska Mosston’s Spectrum of Teaching Styles, Bloom’s Taxonomy, Arthur L. Costa and Bena Kallick’s Habits of Mind, and Howard Gardner’s Multiple Intelligences.

DAN 4850 Developmental Domains (1)
Explores human development in the domains of physical, cognitive, social and emotional development.
