Attention to be given to recurrent thematic concerns (e.g. settler colonialism, sovereignty) and to Native authors' employment of both Euro-American and Indigenous literary forms, genres, and media. Prerequisite(s): WRT 1060 or equivalent with a grade of (C) or higher.

ENG 3681 Literature and the Environment (4)
Studies in fiction, poetry, essays, and other cultural forms that engage the relations between humans and nonhuman nature. Topics may include nature writing, ecocriticism, climate change, environmental justice, posthuman theory, and the Anthropocene. Prerequisite(s): ENG 2100.

ENG 3684 Gender, Sexuality, and Literature (4)
Studies of literature with a focus on gender and sexuality, as informed by relevant literary and/or social theory.  Prerequisite(s): ENG 2100.

ENG 3686 Disability Studies and Literature (4)
Studies in literature representing disability and questions of identity across a range of literary genres as well as critical theory.  Prerequisite(s): ENG 2100.
