1. Committee approved Minutes #2, September 19, 2019.
2. Committee approved the CAS New Course Evaluation Checklist with corrections.
3. Committee approved the request from the Department of Chemistry to change the prerequisites for the following courses:
BCM 4256 - Biochemistry II  (3)
Metabolic pathways and control. Nucleic acid structure, function and processing, including regulation of gene expression. Selected topics in molecular physiology. Identical with CHM 4256. Prerequisite(s): BCM 4254 or CHM 4254 with a grade of (C) or higher.



CHM 1450 - General Chemistry II  (4) 

Chemical reactions, kinetics, equilibrium, acid-base chemistry, thermodynamics, and


electrochemistry.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 1440 or CHM 1430 and CHM 1470, each with a grade of (C) or higher.


Corequisite(s): CHM 1480



CHM 1480 - General Chemistry Laboratory II  (1)

Training in basic techniques of chemistry experimentation.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 1440 or CHM 1430 and CHM 1470, each with a grade of (C) or higher.


Corequisite(s): CHM 1450



CHM 2200 - Introduction to Computational Chemistry  (2)

Introduction to the use of modern computational methods for the solution of chemical


problems, with emphasis on the use of high-level software packages. Topics include elementary


computational procedures, statistical treatment of experimental data, graphical methods, and an


introduction to molecular modeling. No computer programming experience required.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 1450 and CHM 1480, each with a grade of (C) or higher; MTH 1554 or


MTH 1222 recommended.



CHM 2340 - Organic Chemistry I  (4)

Introduction to the structure, properties and reactivity of organic compounds.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 1450 and CHM 1480, each with a grade of (C) or higher.



CHM 2350 - Organic Chemistry II  (4)

A continuation of CHM 2340. A study of the organic chemistry of functional groups and an


introduction to biologically important organic compounds.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 2340 with a grade of (C) or higher.


CHM 2370 - Organic Chemistry Laboratory  (2)

Basic organic laboratory manipulations at the semi-micro level, synthesis, spectroscopy and


chromatography.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 2340 and CHM 1480 with a grade of (C) or higher

CHM 3250 - Analytical Chemistry  (4)

Acid-base, complexation, precipitation, oxidation-reduction and phase-distribution principles,


along with fundamentals of spectroscopy, chromatography and statistics, are studied and applied


to chemical analysis. Four hours of lecture and eight hours of laboratory per week.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 1450 and CHM 1480, each with a grade of (C) or higher.



CHM 3420 - Physical Chemistry I  (4)

Kinetics, applications of thermodynamics to chemical systems and equilibria.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 1450 and CHM 1480; MTH 1555; PHY 1520 and PHY 1110, each with a


grade of (C) or higher. MTH 2554 and APM 2555 recommended.


CHM 3430 - Physical Chemistry II


(4) Introduction to quantum mechanics, statistical mechanics and molecular spectroscopy. This


course may be taken before CHM 3420.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 1450 and CHM 1480, MTH 1555 and PHY 1520 and PHY 1110, each


with a grade of (C) or higher. MTH 2554 and APM 2555 recommended.



CHM 3480 - Physical Chemistry Laboratory  (2)

Experiments in thermodynamics, kinetics, phase equilibria, and advanced spectroscopy with


emphasis on mathematical treatment of experimental data. Satisfies the university general


education requirement for a writing intensive course in the major. Prerequisite for writing


intensive: completion of the university writing foundation requirement.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 2200, CHM 3250 and CHM 3420 or CHM 3430, each with a grade of (C)


or higher. MTH 2554 and APM 2555 recommended.



CHM 3620 - Descriptive Inorganic Chemistry  (3)

Structure, bonding and reactivity of inorganic compounds.


Prerequisite(s): CHM 2350 with a grade of (C) or higher.
CHM 4100 - Environmental Chemistry (3) 
Concepts from atmospheric and aquatic chemistry as it is applied to the environment such as photochemistry, global warming, ozone depletion, carbon cycle, equilibrium principles, acids and bases, complexation and dissolution, and electron transfer processes. Current topics in environmental issues and analytical methods will be discussed. Prerequisite(s): CHM 2340 with a grade of (C) or higher. 

CHM 4256 - Biochemistry II  (3) 
Metabolic pathways and control; nucleic acid structure, function and processing, including regulation of gene expression. Selected topics in molecular physiology. Identical with BCM 4256. Prerequisite(s): CHM 4254 or BCM 4254 with a grade of (C) or higher. 
CHM 4380 - Inorganic/Organic Laboratory  (2)
Synthesis, analysis and characterization of organic and inorganic compounds. CHM 3620 may be taken concurrently. Prerequisite(s): CHM 2370, CHM 3250, and CHM 3620, each with a grade of (C) or higher. 
CHM 4700 - Industrial Chemistry (3) 
Survey of the major sources and uses of chemicals, industrial chemical processes, fundamental raw materials and career paths available in the chemical industry. More intensive treatment of selected industrial processes. Prerequisite(s): CHM 2350 with a grade of (C) or higher. 

CHM 4710 - Structure and Synthesis of Polymers (3) Preparation, properties and structure of selected inorganic and organic polymers. Both chemical theory and technological and organic polymers. Both chemical theory and technological applications will be discussed. Prerequisite(s): CHM 2350 with a grade of (C) or higher.
4. Committee approved the request from the Department of Music to change course credits for:
MUS 1211 Basic Musicianship – MUS Students (2) (1)
A study of traditional Western music notation systems, focusing on how those systems indicate to the performer the various elements of music. Emphasis on diatonic relationships within major and minor keys. Intended for the music major who needs remedial preparation for MUS 1212.
5. Committee approved the request from the Department of Philosophy to make the following change to course repeatability and catalog description:
PHL 3910 Ethics Bowl  (4)

Students selected through competitive try-outs to be members of Oakland University's Ethics Bowl teams prepare for and participate in intercollegiate competition in philosophically informed debate over controversial issues. New cases are examined each year. Instructors guide students in independent theoretical research and in the art of public speaking. Course may be repeated once for additional credit.
6. Committee deferred the request from the Department of English to make the following changes to    

catalog copy:
Creative Writing, B.A., Specialization in Fiction
Requirements for the liberal arts major in creative writing, B.A. specialization in fiction

The creative writing major with a specialization in fiction requires a total of 44 credit hours, including five creative writing workshops (20 credits), two cognate courses (8 credits), and either four English electives or three English electives and an additional creative writing workshop (16 credits). One of the creative writing workshops must be a 4000-level course; this class will provide a capstone experience and require a creative thesis. Students are encouraged to take at least three of their five required workshop classes before taking the capstone.

Students must earn at least a B- in each creative writing workshop course and at least a C in each literature course to have it count toward the major. Students who don’t earn a B- in a creative writing workshop course must re-take that course to earn at least a B- before proceeding on to the next course in the sequence. Only one 1000-level course will be accepted for credit in the major.

5. Sixteen elective credits

· 8 of these elective credits must be taken at the 3000 level and cannot include CW courses workshops.

· 12 of these elective credits must be from the following group: CIN 2100, CIN 2320, all ENG courses.

·  Students may use the remaining 4 elective credits to take: another CW course, or another ENG course.

· CIN ENG 2100 can replace one of these 3000-level electives.

6. At least twenty credits in English courses must be taken at Oakland.

7. An introductory two-semester sequence in a foreign language, or one semester of a foreign language at the 1150 level or higher with a minimum grade of C

Students must earn at least a B- in each creative writing workshop course and at least a C in each literature course to have it count toward the major. Students who don’t earn a B- in a creative writing workshop course must re-take that course to earn at least a B- before proceeding on to the next course in the sequence. Only one 1000-level course will be accepted for credit in the major. The 44 credits (exclusive of composition courses used to satisfy the university writing proficiency requirement) are distributed as follows:

Only one 1000-level course will be accepted for credit in the major.

5. Sixteen elective credits

· 8 of these elective credits must be taken at the 3000 level and cannot include CW courses workshops.

· 12 of these elective credits must be from the following group: CIN 2100, CIN 2320, all ENG courses.

· Students may use the remaining 4 elective credits to take: another CW course, or another ENG course.

· ENG 2100 can replace one of these 3000-level electives.

Students who don’t earn a B- in a creative writing workshop course must re-take that course to earn at least a B- before proceeding on to the next course in the sequence. Only one 1000-level course will be accepted for credit in the major.

5. Sixteen elective credits

· Students may use the remaining 4 elective credits to take: another CW course, or another ENG course.

· 8 of the 16 elective credits must be ENG courses taken at the 3000 level.

· Students must take CIN 1150 or CIN 2100 as a prerequisite for CW 3400; either can substitute for 4 of these 8 3000-level ENG elective credits.

·  4 of these elective credits must be taken at the 3000 level.

· 12 of these elective credits must be from the following group: CIN 2100, CIN 2320, all ENG courses.

· CIN 1150 counts toward the 16-credit elective requirement

6. At least twenty credits in English courses must be taken at Oakland.

7. An introductory two-semester sequence in a foreign language, or one semester of a foreign language at the 1150 level or higher with a minimum grade of C

Music Minor

This minor requires the same audition required of music majors. Students must complete a minimum of 25 credits in the following courses. Only courses in which a grade of at least a C has been earned will count toward the minor.
