Committee approved the request from the Department of Biological Sciences to add the following new course:

BIO 5338 Food Systems Biology  (4)


The biology of the food system is followed “from seed to plate” with regard to its impact on ecology and human physiology and pathology. Includes conventional lectures, readings, discussions, student research, projects and presentations, field work, and service-learning/community engagement. BIO 5338 is cross-listed with an undergraduate course, BIO 4338.  Students cannot receive credit for both courses.

Committee approved the request from the Department of Chemistry/Environmental Science Program to add the following new course:

ENV 5520  GIS and Spatial Statistics  (3)
Comprehensive and systematic understanding of spatial analysis methods as they apply to both vector and raster data, and practical application of Geographic Information Systems (GIS) and software.  Essential theoretical concepts of spatial statistics re-examined, including point and areal pattern analysis spatial autocorrelation, and interpolation.

Committee deferred the request from the Master of Liberal Studies Program to add the following new course:

LBS 6996 Master’s Thesis  (4)
Requires the writing of a substantial research paper under the guidance of a thesis advisor and a thesis committee.

Committee approved the request from the School of Music, Theatre and Dance to modify the Master of Music in Piano Pedagogy program:


Degree requirements

The Master of Music in piano pedagogy degree is awarded upon satisfactory completion of 32 credits in an approved program of study, successful completion of a culminating project and successful performance on an oral examination.

c. Exit (2 credits)

Culminating project

For candidates for a Master of Music in piano pedagogy, the culminating project is a written master’s project which includes a teaching practicum.

Oral examination

After completion of the written master’s project, the student will be asked to make a 10- to 15-minute presentation to his or her master’s project committee. This might include discussion of interpretation, editions chosen, historical aspects of the works chosen, and so on.

A satisfactory presentation of material reflective of a satisfactory written master’s project constitutes passing the Oral Examination for the degree of Master of Music. Any student who does not pass this examination may be offered the examination again one semester later, upon the approval of the student’s adviser.
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
