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RATIFICATION OF PROPOSED REVISIONS TO THE CONSTITUTION

FOR THE 

SCHOOL OF NURSING
Recommendation

Introduction:

The School of Nursing Constitution (SON) has been revised to reflect the necessary changes in the operation of the SON in 2002 as compared to 1994.  Most revisions are editorial in nature.  Substantive revisions include elimination of the Evaluation Committee and redistribution of the work of this committee to others in order to provide more efficient use of faculty service and also change the membership of the Nursing Committee on Appointment and Promotion from four (4) tenured and one (1) non-tenured tenure track faculty to three (3) tenured and two (2) non-tenured tenure track faculty.  This better represents the faculty composition of the SON.

Enclosed is a copy of the proposed Constitution and also a copy of the redline version of the proposed revisions.  The SON seeks approval of the revisions to the School of Nursing Constitution.

Recommendation:

WHEREAS,  the Constitution of the University Senate as authorized by the Board of Trustees provides for certain functions to be assigned to the organized faculities of the Schools and the College of Arts and Sciences; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has acted to approve internal constitutions in order to obtain the input and recommendations of faculty, staff, and students on matters relating to the programs of the University, but has retained unto itself the full authority granted to it by law; be it

RESOLVED, that notwithstanding any provision of the proposed constitution the Board of Trustees reconfirms its legal authority to grant, modify and rescind internal constitutions when the Board determines such action to be in the interest of the institution or required to comply with its legal obligations; and, be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees under the conditions set forth above authorizes the implementation of the new constitution entitled Constitution of the School of Nursing, bearing a date of February 5, 2003, which document is enclosed with this agenda item.

Previous Board Action:

The initial Constitution for the School of Nursing was ratified by the Board of Trustees on November 29, 1977, and revisions to the Constitution were approved on 

March 11, 1987 and March 24, 1994.
