Division/Department:   Finance & Administration 

Summary:

Oakland University’s increasing enrollment in recent years has resulted in parking on the main campus of the university becoming increasingly difficult.  Even with the addition of an overflow lot on Pioneer Drive and the anticipated parking structure, the demand will be difficult to satisfy without further action.

The proposed project would repair the badly deteriorated P-11 parking lot and expand the capacity from about 75 spaces to nearly 200.

The project will be competively bid, with contract award in June 2002.  Construction is estimated to be completed by mid-August 2002.

Action to be Requested at Next Formal Board Meeting: 

At the April meeting, the Board will be asked to authorize the Vice President for Finance and Administration to execute a contract with the lowest responsible bidder for the repair and expansion of parking lot P-11.

Budgetary Implications:

Total project cost is estimated not to exceed $275,000.  This repair and expansion work would be funded from existing university funds.

A Recommendation

Introduction

Oakland University’s increasing enrollment in recent years has resulted in parking on the main campus of the university becoming increasingly difficult.
