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ON THE KATKE-COUSINS GOLF COURSE
A Recommendation

Introduction

The Oakland University Golf and Learning Center experienced a very damaging flood water event in May 2004, and an integral stream crossing bridge (“bridge”) on the Katke-Cousins Golf Course was washed away.  Within a week, a temporary bridge was assembled to accommodate foot traffic and golf car traffic enabling the golf operation to re-open for golf play.  
During the following months, a permanent replacement bridge was designed, surveys and borings were completed, and construction contracts were bid.  Anderzack-Pitzen Construction, Inc. submitted the lowest responsible bid for construction.  A permanent bridge is critical for golf operations because a permanent bridge is the only crossing for important grounds maintenance and other vehicles.  It is also unknown whether the temporary bridge will survive spring thaw, storm water run off, and rising stream water.  Therefore, the Golf and Learning Center has begun construction of a new permanent bridge.  The total cost of the project will not exceed $350,000.00.
The University submitted an insurance claim for the May 2004 bridge loss.  That claim is still pending and being negotiated by the University’s Risk Manager.  At issue is the location of the bridge at the time of the loss.  If the bridge is determined to have been in the 500 year flood zone, the applicable deductible will be $50,000.  If the bridge is determined to have been in the 100 year flood zone, the applicable deductible will be $1 million and the loss will not be covered.  Therefore, the cost of the new permanent replacement bridge will be paid from the University’s reserve funds for insurance deductibles and for loss prevention measures.  The University reserve funds will be reimbursed with any insurance proceeds that are ultimately received.  
Recommendation


WHEREAS, the Golf and Learning Center requires a permanent stream crossing bridge on the Katke-Cousins Golf Course to replace the bridge that was washed away in a May 2004 flood; and
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WHEREAS, the insurance claim for the May 2004 bridge loss is pending, and even though resolution of the claim may result in the loss not being covered; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the administration is authorized to proceed with the project to construct a permanent stream crossing bridge on the Katke-Cousins Golf Course; and, be it further
RESOLVED, that the total cost of the project shall not exceed $350,000.00.
