Summary:  

The pedestrian bridge over the lake was built in 1967 and has required only minimal maintenance.  Based on visual signs of concrete failure on parts of the bridge support structure, the water level was reduced in March 2002, to allow a more detailed analysis of the bridge and shoreline condition.  The analysis, by McClurg Associates, revealed that portions of the bridge had concrete failures, due to corrosive expansion of the steel reinforcement.  While the bridge does not currently pose a safety hazard for students or light vehicles (snow removal), deterioration will continue to accelerate if repairs are not made this season.


Lowering of the lake level also revealed that the banks just below the waterline had deteriorated due to burrowing animals and wave action.  The areas around the lake inlets and outlets have been eroded and undermined due to lack of soil stabilization.  The steep condition at the water's edge poses a potential safety hazard to anyone trying to climb back up the slopes.

The proposed project would repair the deteriorated concrete structure of the bridge, re-contour the bank around the lake to a safer slope, and landscape the perimeter of the lake with deep-rooted tall native grasses, tall wildflowers and low shrubs.

Action to be Requested at Next Formal Board Meeting:   

Authorization for the Vice President for Finance and Administration to execute a contract(s) with the lowest responsible bidder(s) for the repair of the bridge, repair of the lake’s inlets and outlets and landscaping of the lake.
Budgetary Implications:  

The project is estimated not to exceed $232,000.  This project will be funded from the
