CONCRETE REPAIRS IN THE UTILITY TUNNEL 

A  Recommendation

1. Division and Department:  Finance and Administration, Facilities Management.
2. Introduction:  The existing concrete tunnel that houses the underground utility system is approximately 2,400 feet in length. The tunnel begins at the Central Heating Plant and terminates at the southeastern end of Varner Hall. The tunnel was built in 1970 and is showing signs of concrete distress. Near Varner Hall, a 30-foot length of tunnel has areas where the concrete has de-laminated from the reinforcement steel. There are other smaller areas in the tunnel where the concrete has been tested and found to be hollow.  Concrete repairs are necessary in many areas inside the tunnel to address the hollow or soft concrete areas that were identified during site inspections.
3. Previous Board Action:   The Board of Trustees (Board) approved the original construction of the underground utility tunnel.    
4. Budget Implications:   The project is estimated to cost $360,000, funded from the Plant Renewal Fund # 24810, budgeted in FY 2008.

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees (Board) authorize the Vice 

President for Finance and Administration to negotiate and execute a contract(s) to make concrete repairs to the utility tunnel, not to exceed $360,000; and, be it further 



RESOLVED, that the contract(s) be reviewed and approved by the Office of the General Counsel prior to execution, and be in compliance with the law and University policies and regulations and conform to the legal standards and policies of the Board.
