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APPROVAL OF RENEWAL OF CHARTER AND ADDITION OF PRESCHOOL
FOR EDISON PUBLIC SCHOOL ACADEMY
Introduction:
On February 6, 1997, the Oakland University (“University”) Board of Trustees (“Board”) authorized the charter of the Edison Public School Academy (“Academy”) for a term no longer than 10 years from the date of the Board’s 1997 resolution.  

Pursuant to the Board’s 1997 resolution, the University and the Academy entered into a three-year Agreement to Organize and Administer a Public School Academy beginning on February 1, 1998 and ending on June 30, 2001 (the “Agreement”).  The Agreement was subsequently amended to extend the term for an additional five years beginning on July 1, 2001 and ending on June 30, 2006, and for an additional month and a half beginning on July 1, 2006 and ending on August 16, 2006, all within the authority granted by the Board’s 1997 resolution.  

The Academy has submitted an application to renew its charter.  During the term of the Agreement, the Academy has demonstrated academic and management excellence, and has experienced growth and success.  The University’s Office of Public School Academies and Urban Partnerships (“PSA Office”) has reviewed the Academy’s renewal application, and found it is consistent with the Michigan Department of Education requirements and the University’s educational mission.  Therefore, the PSA Office is recommending that the Board authorize the renewal of the Academy’s charter for a term no longer than 10 years from the date of the Board’s (2006) resolution.  

The PSA Office expects to renew the Academy’s charter, initially, for a six-year term.  In addition to the foregoing renewal, the Academy also submitted an application to add a preschool.  The Agreement currently recognizes the Academy’s authority to operate and teach students from kindergarten through twelfth grade. The PSA Office has reviewed and approved the Academy’s proposed preschool curriculum and found it is consistent with the Michigan Department of Education requirements and the University’s educational mission.  Therefore, the PSA Office is also recommending the Academy be granted approval to add preschool to the Academy’s curriculum.
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Public school academies were created by statute in 1994.  Since that time, the form of the agreements to organize and administer public school academies has become standardized, consistent with the requirements of the Michigan Department of Education that approves the agreements.  That standardized agreement has been reviewed and approved by the Office of the General Counsel and is in compliance with 
the law and University policies and regulations and conforms to the legal standards and policies of the Board.  The standardized agreement for the Academy, the Restated Agreement to Organize and Administer a Public School Academy, is attached hereto as Exhibit A.
Recommendation:

WHEREAS, the  Board of Trustees approved the Academy’s original Agreement to Organize and Administer a Public School Academy on February 6, 1997; and


WHEREAS, the Board approved the renewal of the Academy’s Agreement on June 30, 2001; and


WHEREAS, the Board approved an amendment to the Agreement to reflect a change in location of the physical plant on September 17, 2004; and

WHEREAS, the Academy is in good standing with the University and is in compliance with Michigan Department of Education requirements; and

WHEREAS, the preschool curriculum for the Academy complies with Michigan Department of Education requirements and applicable law; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
1.
The Board hereby approves the Academy’s applications to renew its charter and to add preschool to the curriculum.
2.
The Board hereby approves the Restated Agreement to Organize and Administer a Public School Academy attached hereto as Exhibit A for a term no longer than 10 years from the date of this resolution.
3.
All resolutions and parts of resolutions in conflict with this resolution shall be and hereby are rescinded to the extent of such conflict.
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Previous Board Action:
On October 5, 1995, the Board approved the University’s Policy on Public School Academies.  On February 6, 1997, the Board approved the Agreement.  On September 17, 2004, the Board approved an amendment to the Agreement to reflect a change in location of the physical plant.

Educational Implications:
There are no educational implications associated with this resolution.

Budgetary Implications: 
Oakland University receives 3% of the state school funding received by the Academy as an administrative fee.  The amount of the administrative fee will increase proportionally with the addition of preschool students.
