Methods of Assessment
Direct Measures:
a. Dance Technique Evaluation Form – a form used to measure the progress of a dancer’s technical skills.  For the BA major the form is completed in the freshman year (DAN 100 -ballet & DAN 110 -modern), and in the senior year (DAN 300 –ballet & DAN 310 –modern).  For the BFA major the form is completed in the freshman year (DAN 100 –ballet & DAN 110 –modern) and in the senior year (DAN 400 –ballet & DAN 410 –modern).

b. Pre and Post Written Test – upon entering students take a written test to assess their knowledge of theoretical and historical aspects of dance.  The same test is re-taken during the student’s the last semester.
